What can I connect my headphones to? 
Generally, Sennheiser headphones are fitted with 3.5 mm or 1/4" (6.3 mm) jack plugs 

and include an adaptor to the smaller or larger jack size. They can be connected to any
headphone socket (e.g. the headphone sockets of portable stereos, radio receivers, 

integrated amplifiers, CD players, TVs, or even your PC soundcard). 

You will, however, notice differences in sound depending on which equipment you connect
the headphones to. One reason is that the headphone amplifiers in the devices have

different levels of audio quality, another reason may be a mismatch of impedances. We
therefore recommend headphones with an impedance of 32 ohms for mobile players and

soundcards, and headphones with a higher impedance for hi-fi components, receivers,
amplifiers, and some professional equipment such as mixing consoles. If you want to use

your headphones for both types of outputs, 64 – 120 ohms will be ideal.
